Visitors to the Building

All visitors to the buildingMUST check in at the
front office where they will be given an orange ID
sticker that must be worn while in the building.igh
sticker lets staff know that the visitor has
permission to be in the building. If you have
guestions or concerns, many situations can be
resolved by a phone call or e-mail to the teacher,
but if you need to talk with a teacher in person,
please make an appointment via telephone or e-
mail.

Arrival and Departures:

Students should not arrive on school grounds
earlier than thirty (30) minutes prior to 1% hour.
Students will be allowed into the halls at 7:35 AM
and are to depart school grounds within fifteen
minutes (15) after dismissal unless they are
participating in a school sponsored activity.
Teachers are not available to supervise students
prior to 1% hr and after 2:52 pm.

Lockers:

Lockers are provided to students as a convenience
and are the property of Anchor Bay Middle School
North. Students are to use only the locker assigne
to them and should not share the locker or
combination with anyone else. Students are
responsible for the appearance and neatness of thei
lockers.

Bike Racks

Bike racks are available off of Ashley Street.
Students are encouraged to follow all safety rules
when riding bikes to school. There is no bikengdi
near the bus drop off and pick up area. All bikes
should be locked during the school day.

Student Agenda/Assignment Books

At Anchor Bay Middle School North, during the
first week of school, each student will receive a
Student Agenda, often called a “Redbook”.
Included in this planner is a copy of general sthoo
rules and expectations and other important
information. We suggest that you spend some time
reviewing these items in the front of the Agenda
with your child during the first few weeks of scthoo

Students must have their Agenda with them during
the entire school day. If a student needs to leave
class during class time, it must be presented o th

teacher to sign.

The Agenda is an extremely valuable tool for
success for three reasons:

1. When students understand the behavioral
and academic expectations of the school
and their parents, they typically strive to
achieve them.

2. As an organizational tool, the Agenda helps
students keep track of assignments and
complete them in a timely manner.

3. The Agenda is an excellent tool to open
lines of communication between home and
school. It is also a communication tool for
teachers from class to class if there is any
academic or behavior concerns.

We encourage parents to promote the use of the
Agenda and to check it every day after schoois It

a great way to find out what happened in schodl tha
day. If a student loses their Agenda, a replacement
may be purchased for $5.00 in the office

HINT: Try asking your child “What will you be
working on tonight?” rather that “Do you have
homework?” Set aside an hour for studying even
when they claim not to have assigned work.

BUS NOTES:

Bus safety is a top issue in middle school and the
progression steps are accelerated compared to what
it is like at the elementary level. If there is ajor
violation on the bus it will carry over into school
because the school bus is an extension of the kchoo

Occasionally, students wish to have a friend ride
their bus home with them. In order for this to
occur, both students must have signed notes from
their parents stating their child’s name and the
student who is riding/accompanying him/her home.
These should be dropped off in the office at thet st
of the school day to be approved. All notes mast b
written and signed by a parent. NOTE: The first
week or two of school students will not be allowed
to ride a different bus. On half days, studenty ma
not be allowed to ride a different bus. The concer
is for overcrowding on a bus.
